Ministries of Defence; Juvenile D elinquent -related organisations;  United Nations Agencies,  

International O rganisations; and other establishments .

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

This report documents the elaborate d  dialogue s and recommendations from the 1 7th Melaka 

International Youth Dialogue  with the theme  òOur Roles in Solving Juvenile Delinquency ó held 

from 9th to 13th July 2017 at MITC Hotel in Melaka, Malaysia.  This theme was tackled for the first 

time at international level, where it brought together over 160 young people and youth leaders 

from 43 countries.  

The World A ssembly of Youth (WAY), as the o rganiser for this event, colla borated with the 

Ministry of Youth and Sports (Malaysia), Melaka State Government, Asian Youth Council , 

Commonwealth Youth Council,  and Malaysian Youth Council.  

The opening ceremony was officiated by Hon. Dato Seri Mahdzir Khalid , Minister of Education, 

Malaysia . Among other dignitaries  included Hon. Datuk Seri Utama Ir. Idris Haron , WAY 

President cum Chief Minister of Melaka; Mr Kishva  Ambigapathy , Chairperso n of 

Commonwealth Youth Council;  Mr. Muaõamar Ghadafi  Jamaludin , Presiden t of Malaysian 

Youth Council,  Hon. Datuk W ira Norpipah Abdul, Deputy State EXCO for Youth Development 

and Heritage,  and  Ms. Ediola  Pashollari , WAY Secretary General.  

The opening ceremony was sealed with an extensive press conference, where the distinguish 

guests of honours shared their views to the  media and  e-audience. The plenary sessions went 

underway in accordance with the event agenda, which saw reputable speakers delve into 

the vital topic of Juvenile Delinquency. It was the most anticipated moment of  the event, as 

this dialogue topic ha s garnered  much attention across the globe. The World Assembly of 

Youth, in its decision to present the dialogueõs topic of discussion, believes that no young 

person who is a juvenile delinquent or a victim had the sole  intention to end up as th ey  have 

from the very beginning. WAY also b elieves that there certainly could  be a way of escape, 

rectification or prevention to help solve this pertinent issue affecting the young people of this 

generation.  

The informative and insi ghtful presentations by the speakers during the plenary sessions were  

followed up  thorough deliberate and impactful workshop discussions by the participants of 

the dialogue. The presentations done by each group  saw a judicious call to public  and private 

sectors, CSOs, NGOs, media, society, and everyone in general to rise up, take up their vital 

roles, and affect significant change towards combating both j uvenile  violence and  Delinquen t 

behaviours.  

In this report , the  details of the presentations and disc ussions that took place at t his dialogue , 

covered several vital topics, plenary sessions and workshops including:  

¶ Challenges And Opportunities Towards Combating Juvenile Delinquency ;

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BACKGROUND 

 

The Mel aka  Interna tiona l Youth Dia logue (MIYD) is an an nua l p rogramm e of  the World 

Assemb ly of  Youth (WAY) wh ic h b ring s together young people  an d  youth leade rs from  around  

the world  to discu ss pertinent youth issues. Sinc e its inception on 2001, the MIYD ha s c onvened  

on a  w ide range of  youth issues. The MIYD has witnessed a substantial  number of youth 

participants over the years , willing to participate in the decision making process , 

implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the outcome document . With the view of 

building a stronger partnership between the youth and the stakeholders , the MIYD p rod uc es 

an outcome document, the  de c lara tion, wh ic h serves a s a  guide line for youth and national 

youth councils  to add ress the select ed  issue.  

 

INTRODUCTION 

 

Juvenile Delinquency refers to criminal acts perpetrated by a young person, especially one 

below the age at which ordinary criminal prosecution is possible and who cannot be 

subjected to an adult charge or sentence. This is also a young person who has been taken into 

custody by the police, or committed to an institution, or otherwise disposed of by the court is 

likely to be defined as a delinquent by many people ð parents, friends, neighbours, teachers, 

or employers. Certainly, variations  in official handling of offenders, by age, sex, and other 

theoretically meaningful categories, reflect varying degrees of social concern with the 

behaviour of young people.  

 

According to the report published by UNICEF òCities Failing Childrenó, an average of 10,500 

minors are being detained and arrested annually ð about 28 children a day or more than one 

child every hour. The fact that today, minors are continuously involved in selling and distribution 

of several forms of abused and illegal drugs is distre ssing, let alone, the consideration that 

engagement in such activity could perpetuate into more extreme crimes such as: rape, 

homicide, and murder. Approximately half of all youth arrests are made on account of drug 

abuse, theft, disorderly conduct, assaul t, and curfew violations, with theft being the greatest 

cause of youth arrests.  

 

Records dating as far back as 1990 shows that majority of the juvenile delinquents detained 

were actually faced with extreme forms of poverty. Further data collected on that s ubject 

suggested that 7 in every 10 children detained had poverty as one of the driving forces behind 

juvenile delinquent behaviour. In many regions , the root cause of delinquency has often been 

traced to problems in their family. Parental neglect over the  activities of their children or failure 

to understand their needs during the rebellious phase of adolescence is pertinent causes, such 

as: harsh disciplinary measures in educational system, migration, mediaõs pressure or even 

peerõs influence, were equally important in solving this issue.  

 

Juvenile Delinquency is not without its consequences. The most extreme consequence is loss 

of human life, especially those of productive young people. If the victims of delinquent 

behaviours survive, they mostly suffer i njuries or permanent disabilities. Furthermore, both the 

juveniles who have been involved in delinquent activities and their families will suffer from 

economic and psychological burdens. The continuous marginalisation and victimisation of 
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these young peopl e is having a serious impact of their social interactions and is only 

perpetuating and pushing them further towards committing more delinquent behaviour and 

activities.  

 

Various key stakeholders have shown their concern through promoting and directly 

contr ibuting to many programmes, especially designed to minimise and/or solve juvenile 

delinquent behaviours. However, it is pivotal that before any attempt to tackle the delinquent 

activities carried out by youth; there is a need to firstly attempt to understa nd and then deal 

the causes driving them towards the said behaviour. Therefore, it is essential to have 

intercultural platforms like the 17 th Melaka International Youth Dialogue in order to gather all 

stakeholders in discussing relevant factors and matters  on Juvenile Delinquency, and 

recommending solutions and contributions towards youth sustainable development.  

 

THEME 

 

Henceforth, the theme for the 17 th Melaka International Youth Dialogue ôOur Roles in Solving 

Juvenile Delinquencyõ was realised to fulfil the principal opinions and roles of young people 

towards combating juvenile violence and solving delinquent behaviours. Moreover, the 

outcome  recommendations  guided by this selected theme are expected to contribute 

favourably in youth d evelopment as well as betterment of societies as a whole.  

 

An interact ive d ialogu e on th is top ic was  of sign ifica nce to f orm, ed uca te, increase 

aw areness on the ch a llenges and entitlemen ts of youth towards  non -violence, peaceful and 

secure  environment  that assures and supports their development fully at the different levels 

of society that they represent.  Therefore, w ith the a bo ve timely and  antici pat ed th eme, all 

participants p resent, such as: the young peop le, youth lea ders, representatives from pub lic 

and private sec tor, media persona, and members of various NGOs and CSOs, ga thered  to call 

for ac tion a nd structu re e xperiences on the issue of Juvenile Delinquency and Youth 

Development.  The outc ome docu ment should  enhance  youth contribu tion towards the 

attainment of the Seventeen (17) Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).  

 

OBJECTIVES 

 

 

The objectives for having this timely dialogue were  as follows:  

 

¶ To promote awareness and analyse problems and inventories of programmes, services, 

facilities and resources available towards juvenile violence and delinquent behaviours;  

 

¶ To foster action and establish methods for effectively reducing the opportunity to commit 

delinquent acts among young people;  

 

¶ To identify the roles and contribution of different sec tors i.e. public sector, private sector, 

NGOs and others, in solving Juvenile Delinquency and supporting constructive youth 

development as well as youth leadership;  
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¶ To gather and select good practices, challenges, experiences, and lessons learned from 

the  national youth councils towards improving or amending the current policies in order 

to solve Juvenile Delinquency;  

 

¶ To distinguish well -defined responsibilities for the qualified agencies, institutions and 

personnel involved in preventive efforts;  

 

¶ To advance the role of youth and actively involve them in the social development and 

attainment of Sustainable Development Goals  (SDGs); 

 

¶ To form a nd a dvance the nati onal, regi onal a nd internati onal policies go vern ing the  

Juvenile Justice ; 

 

¶ To foster networking , collaboration and partnership among youth and all stakeh olders in 

order to a dd ress the issue of Juvenile Delinquency.  
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PRE-EVENT STRUCTURE 

 

It is vital to note that an or der ly process is paramount  towards the organising of  this Melaka 

International Youth Dialogue (MIYD). For the eff icient preparation  of this Dialogue, the al ready  

establi shed  p repa ra tory c omm itt ee s, c omprising of the WAY Secretariat and  va riou s 

institutions, organi sa tions an d  de pa rtme nts, were  chai red by Hon. Da tuk Seri Utama  Ir. Idr is 

Haron, Preside nt of the World  Assem bly of You th. The c omm itt ee  members , in their respected  

capaci ty, met  on three  sepa ra te preparatory  meetings and  discussed  the procedural  tasks 

an d  d uties whic h every effort and supports by all were  deemed consensual. The WAY 

Sec reta ria t subsequently m ade  adequate follow-ups b efore c onve ning into the fina l mee ting.  

 

The WAY Sec reta ria t, headed  b y Ms. Ediola  Pashollari,  WAY Sec reta ry Genera l, perfo rmed  the 

follow ing necessary  func tions to ensure  the  eff icient p repa ra tion of the Dia logue:

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DIALOGUE PROGRAMME 

 

The Dialo gue programme  inc luded plena ry sessions, wo rkshops, networking  d inners, 

declaration drafting, adoption of declaration,  field trips  to various  juvenile correctional 

institutions and prison museum , an d tours in Melaka . 

 

Plena ry sessions c omposed  of introduc tory spee ch es an d  pap er p resenta tions from 

na tional, reg iona l an d  interna tiona l views of today on specific topics  in relation to the 

theme of the dialogue were perfectly delivered by the speakers and facilitators . 

 
Workshop s were b rain storming sessions, where the participants were divided into small 

groups to deliberate on the subject  of Juvenile Delinquency  and the role of young people 

as well as ot her stakeholders in solving juvenile delinquency . After the group discussions, 

each group  present ed  their outcome recommendations  in front of the panel and entire 

audience . In these sessions, emp ha ses were  ma de tha t there  should be no de ba te, no 

c rit ic ism, an d no c ross-talk . Instead , mod era tors ca lled  for sugg estions an d  noted  them  an d 

la ter p riorit ised  the list of suggestions to come  up  w ith  a  supporting document that assisted 

the committee while drafting the declaration . The "brain storming " was very structured a nd  

focu sed. 

 

The draft committee for the D eclaration was made up of  the group  leader s, selected  from  

each group during the workshops,  speakers,  facilitators,  and WAY staff  and volunteers . 
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1. OPENING CEREMONY 

 

The 1 7th Melaka International Youth Dialogue, ôOur Roles in Solving Juvenile Delinquency õ, 

started as planned by the organising committee and was graced by the presence of Minister 

of Education of Malaysia, Hon. Dato S eri Mahdzir Khalid, who officiate d  the opening 

ceremony. The welcoming remarks were given by  WAY Secretary General, M s. Ediola  

Pashollari, followed by  a video presentation of ôThe Journey Of MIYDõ. The President  of 

Malaysian  Youth Council , Mr. Muaõamar Ghadafi Jamaludin, gave his address, followed by 

Mr. Kishva Ambigapathy, Chairperson  of the Commonwealth Youth Council, and last but not 

least, address by WAY President cum Chief Minister of Melaka, Hon. Datuk Seri Utama  Ir. Idris 

Haron . Souvenir presentation followed subsequently and then photo session.  

 

The delegation  at the  opening cer emony also consist of special dignitaries like the Deputy 

State EXCO for Youth Development and Heritage, Hon. Datuk  Wira Norpipah Abdul ; 

representatives from WAY  members and partners; State EXCOs of  Melaka and various 

government officials  from both nationa l and regional levels.  

 

The Secretary General of World Assembly of Youth, Ms.  Ediola Pashollari introduced the theme 

of the MIYD, ôOur Roles in Solving Juvenile Delinquencyõ during her opening remarks. She 

welcomed all participants to the dialogue and than ked all the youth organisations, 

government bodies, sponsors, speakers, volunteers, WAY secretariat, delegates and dignitaries 

for contributing their time and making themselves available for this event.  

 

The President of Ma laysian Youth Council, Mr. Muaõam ar Ghadafi  Jamaludin, in his speech 

stated that early childhood is important to solve Juvenile Delinquency;  Malaysian Youth 

Council recognizes the contribution of each individual in solving Juvenile Delinquency. The 

Chairperson of Commonwealth Youth Council, Mr. Kishva Ambigapathy reiterated that the 

young people are the solution to solving  this pertinent issue , and went on quoting Ms. Ediola 

Pashollari that òwe need to speak up, we need to speak outó, this is our basic responsibility. 

 

President of WAY, Hon. Datuk Seri Ir. Idris Haron, who was present during the opening 

ceremony, stated that family counselling must be involved and the young people must know 

their responsibilities in their societies to see a positive change. He further stated that it is our 

duty to join hands and make contribution in solving issues such as juvenile delinquency.  

 

During his openin g speech, Hon. Dato Seri Mahdzir Khalid,  the Minister mentioned that òall 

countries need to prepare national plans of action with their own targets adopted and 

adapted in relation to the specifics of the country putting sufficient resources in government 

budgets to ensure enough support to get action underway in line with the targets.ó  

 

The opening ceremony was then completed by awarding tokens of appreciation to the 

Guests of Honou rs and dignitaries present. Photos were also taken with all representatives  from 

different countries, speakers, volunteers and partners , before proceeding for press conference 

with the VIPs . 
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2. PLENARY SESSIONS 

 

During the three plenary sessions, there were motivating speakers from different countries 

including the USA, Indonesia, China, Malaysia, Iraq, Nigeria , Australia,  and Sudan. They spoke 

about the challenges and opportunities regarding combating juvenile delinquency ð freeing 

upcoming generations through the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), and the role of 

CSOs, NGOs and National Youth Councils in solving juvenile delinquency.  

The sessions were educational and informat ive as each speaker shared his / her  knowledge 

and awareness on juvenile violence and delinquent behaviours.  

 

A. SESSION I: CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES TOWARDS COMBATING JUVENILE 

DELINQUENCY 

 

Chaired by Mr. Dhanesh Basil , Former Member of Malaysian Youth Parliament, Malaysia  

 

 

 

Speaker Topic: òApplying Research For Improved Outcomes For Court Involved Youth ó  

 

By M.s Monica Miles ð Steffens, Director of Placement, Nebraska 

Probation Administration, Nebraska Supreme Court, USA  

 

Ms. Monica engaged  the audience with resounding greetings from 

Lincoln, Nebraska, USA and later gave some brief facts about the 

States especially in relation to Juveni le Delinquency. She presented 

an extensive explanation of the Juvenile Justice System where the 

court follows an appropriate order including Reduced Recidivism, 

Behaviour Change, Safe Communities and Evidence -based 

Decision Making. All these procedures would have a correctio nal 

foundation for Education and Appropriate Placement, Culture and 

Gender Specific Service Delivery, and Youth Informed and Enhanced Family Engagement. 

She went on to talk about Adolescent Development, where she mentions that psychosocial 

capacities such as impulse control, future orientation, and/or resistance to peer influence 

continue to develop into youth adulthood . Various factors can undermine adolescent 

development and decision making such as : stress, fear, learning difficulties, previous 

victimizat ion and peers.  Recent United States Supreme Court cases recognized this when ruling 

on juvenile death penalty and juvenile life without parole.  

 

Ms. Monica also presented a graphic illustration of a research to help audience understand 

that most youth that  engage in criminal behavior does not continue into adulthood. She 

shared a quote to support this, saying: òMost young people involved with the juvenile justice 

system will desist from criminal behavior simply as a result of maturation.  Risky adolescent 

behavior does not predict enduring antisocial traits.ó ð Reforming Juvenile Justice: a 

Developmental Approach.  National Academy of Sciences, Committee on Assessing Juvenile 

Justice Reform (2013)  
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She reminded  the aud ience that detention of these young juveniles only leads to worse 

outcome; saying that after each release, detained youth are far more likely to drop out of 

school and use drugs and alcohol. She call ed  for correctional strategy for the Juvenile Justice 

Vision, w here the youth involved in the juvenile justice system will have the opportunity to 

develop into healthy adults.  

 

 

Speaker Topic: òInternational View And Approaches To Alternatives To Detention ó  

 

By Dr. Anne NM Hobbs , Director , University of Nebraska at Omaha 

Juvenile Justice Institute, USA.  

 

Dr. Anne started her presentation with a brief introduction of the 

Juvenile Justice Institute in the University of Nebraska, saying that 

the Institute is a research entity at the University of Nebraska 

Omaha, which t heir main job is to figure out òwhat worksó to keep 

youth out of the juvenile system.  She went on to highlight that the 

USA has higher adult and juvenile incarceration rates than any 

developed nation, where the United States locks up more people 

per capita  than any other nation (2.3 million annually across 

different facilities). She mentioned that for most offenders, the pathway to prison begins as a 

young person, where nearly 60,000 young people are in a youth facility and 80,000 more in a 

residential sett ing other than a home.  

Dr. Anne highlighted the consequences of incarceration which are, harsh environment, 

introduction to negative peer groups, adoption of negative behaviours, disruption of 

education, decreased long term educational attainment, creation  of obstacles to later 

employment, and at worse the statistical probability of ending up in jail again due to the side 

effects of incarceration. She later posed a question for the audience to ponder saying: should 

young people be treated the same as an adu lt when they break a law?  In support reference 

for this question, she shed a light to a saying by Dr Kiana Andrew ð A child and adolescent 

psychiatrist at the Tulane University School of Medicine : òuntil the brain is fully formed at about 

age 24, young adults ar e like cars that cannot stop. The brakes arenõt even there yet. Theyõre 

more impulsive, are more likely to be involved in risky, dangerous behavior. They really do not 

think before acting.ó 

 

In view of the abovementioned question and quote,  she went on to advocate for a solution 

and possible alternatives to detention. Firstly, to e nsure that youth learn from the mistake or 

law violation , and secondly, to keep the community safe. Programmes should be created with 

these aforementioned two poin ts in strong consideration in order to realise decrease to 

juvenile violence.  She concluded her presentation by making a statement of fact that the 

youth who completed the programs mentioned earlier do better and become better than 

those that  do not comple te the programs. Dr.  Anne drew the attention of the audience to a 

critical point when she said that careful considerations must be shown to some programs 

conducted, as some are meant just to create diversion instead of adequate assessment for 

proper outcome. She said that the  youth that went through early assessment had fewer law 

violations that youth who went through diversion.

Speaker Topic: òThe Efficiency Of The Family And Child Protection Units (FCPUs) Services 

Provided To The Child Abuse Survivors  In Khartoum State , Sudanó 

 

By Ms. Duha  Abuobaida  Abdalla  Mahgoub , Researcher at the 

Research and Publication Unit, Educational Development Center 

(EDC), Sudan Medical Specialization Board (SMSB), Sudan.  

 

Ms. Duha, as a researcher, shared her  valuable knowledge as to 

why the topic of Juvenile Delinquency is not widely discussed, even 

though the seriousness of the problem is internationally 

acknowledged. She said that this could be as a result of, silent 

occurrence of abuse, the definitions of abuse, different standards 

of stud ies, the coverage and quality of official statistics and the 

culture norms,  

 

She informed on the gen eral objective of the Family and Child Protection Units (FCPUs) which 

is to assess the efficiency of FCPUs services for child abuse in Khartoum State. Besid es the 

general objective, she highlighted the specific objectives which are, to assess the working 

environment, to determine the qualifications and work experience of the working 

psychologists, and lastly to assess the satisfaction of parents towards FCPUs õ services. 

 

Ms. Duha drew conclusion to her presentation with Three (3) Main Pillars as notable 

recommendations. First main pill ar was  about The Working Environment, where the supporting 

foundation needed will be Infrastructures with child friendly settin gs, leading to an outcome of 

checklist that match national and international  standards. Second main pillar wa s about The 

Service Provider, where the supporting foundation needed will be capacity building and 

higher academic qualifications with well trained , qualified and experienced service provider, 

leading to a quality provided service and an increase of the satisfaction rate from the service  

recipients. Third main pillar wa s about The Service Recipients, where the supporting foundation 

needed will be awa reness campaigns and community directed interventions, with community 

awareness will lead to  increased/decreased number of CM reports to FCPUs, and increased 

level of satisfaction.  

 

 

Speaker Topic: òThe Role Of Malaysian Government In Combating Juvenile Delinquency ó 

 

By Mr. Muhammad Ammir  Haron , Director of Policy and Research, 

Prime Ministerõs Office, Malaysia. 

 

Mr. Muhammad started his presentation with greetings from the 

Prime Ministerõs Office to the audience of 17th MIYD. He 

commenc ed  his informative presentation with a scenario where he 

said with a fact that Juvenile offenders declined 10.3 per cent in 

2014, first time offenders recorded a decrease by 12.1 per cent, 

and repeated offence however recorded an increase by 12.4 per 

cent in  2015. He highlighted that studies by the Institute For Youth 

Research (IYRES), Malaysia , indicates a behavioral relationship of 

juvenile deviance ðdelinquency ðcrime. It was found that youth  who  were involved in drug 

abuse (crime) had initially started from smoking at school age (deviance), and were involved 

in truancy and other school offences (delinquency).   
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The Malaysian government came up with Malaysian Youth Policy as a holistic approach to 

mould a charismatic, dynamic and progressive youth generation, which is aimed at positive 

youth development, increase youth participation and youth as the nationõs resource and 

asset, and also a means to put an end to the challenges faced by youth such as juvenile 

delinquency.  He mentioned that the government of Malaysia also came up with PADU (Projek  

Angkat  & Upaya) which is a program under the Ministry of Youth and Sports in collaboration 

with the Education Ministry, Police and Malaysia Crime Prevention F oundation. This program is 

aimed at providing a platform for early engagement of participants in finding solutions to the 

problems they face. FITMalaysia  & Hari Sukan Negara is also the most widely participated 

program run by the Ministry of Youth & Sports  to promote healthy lifestyle among youth at large 

and as an avenue for them to express their energy.  

 

Mr. Muhammad also mentioned about the creation of Tripartite Cooperation between 

Parents-Teachers -Community in a quest for a holistic and encompassing approach to combat 

juvenile delinquency. He said of this that Juvenile delinquency is commonly perceived as 

being the unique problem of particular schools.  This monocular view of the issue  place  added 

weight to Parents Teachers Association (PTA) in coming up with solutions.  

 

He concluded with moving forward with an infrastructure based approach, where he 

presented findings that have shown that juvenile delinquency is linked to low socioeconomic 

status of the youthõs family. The increasing numbers of high density housing projects would 

potentially be hotbed for juvenile delinquency.  Thus, there is an opportunity to explore early 

intervention of this potential issue by looking at the possibility of integrating school buildings 

and facilities in these housing c omplexes as a means of countering the emergence of youth 

delinquents.  He said that the set ups in such schools may reduce juvenile delinquency as the 

youths will be under constant monitoring by both teachers and residential community, along 

with the strate gic placement of teachers quarters in the housing complexes.  
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B. SESSION II: ATTAINING A JUVENILE DELINQUENT ð FREE GENERATION THROUGH 

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT GOALS (SDGs) 

 

Chaired by  Mr. Kishva  Ambigapathy, Chairperson of Commonwealth Youth  Council  

 

 

 

Speaker Topic:  òThe Global Goals As A Means To Address Juvenile Delinquency ó 

 

By Ms. Rose Keffas, Special Assistant, Ministries, Department and 

Agencies, Youth Development and Special Programs, Office of 

The Senior Special Assistant to The President on SDGs, Nigeria.  

 

Ms. Rose reminded all  participants present on how neces sary it is 

to look at things from the whole glob al picture in order to tackle 

things  properly,  which in this case she was referring to Juvenile 

Delinquency. She spoke at length and used many questions at the 

beginning of her presentation to spark the audience ð questions 

that talks about the future and destiny of the juvenile delinquents . 

She went on to identify four (4) major areas that need to be redressed globally in order to 

prevent Juvenile delinquency which are, Economic, Psychosocial, Socio -structural, and 

Political conditions. Ms. Rose emphasised on how serious and important it is to redress  these 

areas  while targeting the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). She mentioned that 

families should be empowered, and parents strengthened, so that sons and daughters do not 

look down on their struggling parents as spectres of their impending futu re, and the nightly 

complaints of their parents as all life has to offer.  The secret to having success at this, Ms. Rose 

said, is to intervene at the earliest possible stage so as to have socioeconomic conditions that 

will give low socioeconomic status par ents a positive attitude toward life and society, so it 

passes down to their learning adolescent children.  As education is only a part of the whole, it 

is vital to address personality traits, peer pressure, financial hardships, self -preservation, 

inequalit y, disillusion, and anger toward society. She concluded by stressing a global 

approach to this issue, stating that Juvenile Delinquency is a complex problem, and a one -

solution approach is insufficient.  

 

 

Speaker Topic:  òRestoring Moral Values: Family, Sch ools, Society ó 

 

By Dr. Abdul Wahed Jalal Nori , Senior Analyst, Institute of Strategic 

and International Studies, Iraq.  

 

Dr. Abdul started his presentation with vital questions such as : what 

makes a good society, whether a society can be agent for 

promoting moral behaviour, and whether it is possible to have a 

shared formulation of good. He mentioned that there are three 

elements that help determine the state of moral infrastructure in a  

given society ð families, schools and society.  He later asked 

whether it is possible to have a good society when the family 

system is broken or even disappearing, and then said that most 
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theories of delinquency rely heavily on the parent -child relationshi p and parenting practices 

to explain delinquency.   

 

Dr Abdul went on to list the family factors and relationships to delinquency which are, birth 

order ð delinquent behaviour is exhibited more by middle children than by first or last children, 

family size ð large families tend to have more delinquency than small families, delinquent 

siblings and criminal parents ð siblings may learn delinquency from others, quality of home life 

ð marital adjustment and harmony tend to affect delinquent behaviour, family rejection ð 

rejection by parents may also affect delinq uent behaviour, discipline in the home ð 

inadequate supervision has been found to explain delinquent behaviour, poverty ð may also 

have an effect on the rise of delinquent behaviour, and lastly divorce ð mixed evidence but 

affects some delinquents more tha n others.  

 

 

 

Speaker Topic: òTransformations: A Road Map From Juvenile Delinquency To A Life Fulfilled , 

Through Service And The SDGsó 

 

By Mr. Patrick Sciarratta , Delegate at the United Nations for the 

Country of Suriname, and the President and Founder, The Vinculum 

Foundation, USA.   

 

Mr. Patrick  document ed his presentation on  wisdom , reflection  and 

recommendations for the issue at hand. His talk  was  culled from 

decades of work with youth in developing regions of the world and 

mentoring youth in the United States who have worked with on UN 

issues.  He encountered and worked with thousands of youth in my 

career and have seen this issue through them, cl ose up, and in his 

personal life, growing up.  He was considered a juvenile delinquent 

in high school, while maintaining high grades and being named president of his senior class.  

Incredibly bored, he  acted out, until he challenged him self and  friends to be more, do more, 

commit to and achieve more. The very fact of work and  creative commitment, enabled him  

to fight out of poverty and lack of opportunity to a life filled with opportunity, grace, love, and 

success.  

 

This was his first time reading out loud  a portion of him  resume  and journey, as he never bared 

his private self so much in the past, but every winding  step along that road took him away from 

his own close brush with  juvenile delin quency and it was only because he  decided to rise  from 

the streets  and offer his  life to this world of service.  

 

He went on saying that t he SDGs are the true cen ter of service for young people throughout 

the world. He brought attention to the young people present by saying that òAnd make no 

mistake, these were not created for me, or my generation;  they were created to challenge 

your generation, and beyond. S everal contain opportunities to bring youth away from J uvenile 

Delinquency  toward a better world for this planet. ò 
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Speaker Topic: òHow Juvenile Delinquency Hinders The School To Work Transitionó  

 

By Mr. Bryce David Hartley , Youth Employment and Education 

Specialist, Social Development Division of the United Nationsõ 

Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (UN -

ESCAP). 

 

Mr. Bryce started his presentation with a slight introduction to United 

Nationsõ ESCAP while highlighting on The Sustainable Development 

Goals (SDGs) and The 2030 Agenda. To the dialogue topic proper, 

he mentioned that young people aged 15 -29 worl dwide account 

for the largest share of homicides among all age groups, 

particularly young men. Delinquency and its causes start early he 

said, where traumatic experiences in childhood greatly increase problem drinking and drug 

use, 6 to 10 times more likel y. 

 

Mr. Bryce stated some key statistics on juvenile delinquency where he also mentioned that 

social exclusion drives delinquent behaviour. With regards to education, he mentioned two 

main factors that influence youthõs propensity towards violence which are, negative student -

teacher relationships and friendships with high risk peers, and youth that are not incorporated 

into the educational system are more prone to violence, particularly in countries with a large 

youth cohort. Alcohol, tobacco, and drug prev ention programmes are rarely incorporated 

into curriculums.  

 

In his concluding remarks, he recommended that inclusive youth policies that involve young 

people as equal partners should be implemented at all sphere, and there should be a holistic 

view on education which is sensitive to the labour market and very innov ative. Creation of 

decent work opportunities and access to financial instruments to promote entrepreneurship is 

also necessary to combat the juvenile violence.  
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C. SESSION III: THE ROLE OF CSOs, NGOs AND NATIONAL YOUTH COUNCILS IN 

SOLVING JUVENILE DELINQUENCY

Speaker Topic: òMitigating Behavioural Risk Factors And Discovering Self Worth Through The 

Artsó 

 

By Ms. Aileen Isidro Carbonell,  Country Program Manager , 

Artdialogo Asia, Philippines.  

 

Ms. Aileen started her presentation with a story of a boy named 

òBuboyó who was struggling in his individuality and self-worth as he 

lived his life in the midst of a challenging environment. She went on 

to narrate that the behavioural risk factors could be as  a result of 

poor parental supervision, family contact, low family income/poor 

housing, aggressive behaviour including bullying, alienation and 

lack of social commitment, individual attitudes that condone 

problem behaviour, early involvement in problem beh aviour, 

disadvantaged neighbourhood, and availability of drugs.  She also shared the Philippine 

Experience where culture and the arts are discussed in every learning area from K to Grade 

10. K to 12 basic education programs of the department of education pr ovides sufficient time 

for mastery of concepts and skills develop lifelong learners and prepare graduates for tertiary 

education, middle -level skills development, employment and entrepreneurship. However the 

K to 12 education stills needs financial help sp ecially the schools that are located in urban 

districts.  

 

The speaker believes that art changes people and people, i n turn, change the world. This wa s 

to say that, opportunities, platforms and adequate facilities and support should be made 

available to you ng people at their respected disposal to engage themselves in art, as they 

express themselves differently. In so doing, their  attention would be drawn away from any 

thought of juvenile violence even as they grow to make mature decisions.   

 

She also said that how to keep young people on track is by raising and implementing programs 

such as òHelping our students help themselvesó which has worked effectively. She also 

touched on the three theories of motivation according to the Weinerõs Three Dimensional 

Theory of attribution which are stability, locus of control, and controllability, and also the 

Abraham Maslowõs hierarchy of needs, physiological, safety, belonging, esteem, and self -

actualisation, which all these need to be taken into serious consideration i n order to combat 

juvenile delinquency.  
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Speaker Topic: òUnderstanding The Characteristics Of Millennial  And The Current Era  To Solve 

Juvenile Delinquency ó 

 

By Mr. Josandy  Maha Putra , Representative, Forum Indonesia 

Muda, Indonesia.  

 

Mr. Josandy  believes tha t the reason for the millennialõ s changing 

behavior is due to advanced technology, digital era/internet, 

communication methods, globalization and food quality. This goes 

with his saying that ôyou are a product of your environmentõ. 

 

Mr. Josand y said that it is vital to understand these characteristics 

of the millennial  in order to solve juvenile delinquency; and one of 

the ways to have this understanding is by paying more attention 

to the new factors that influence the millennial  and less attention to the old factors. These old 

factors could be social disadvantage, family conflict, low intelligence/academic failure, 

genetic traits, peer influence, and lack of support from parents. Whereas the new factors to 

place more emphasis on would be frequent communication via technology, inappropriate 

management of internet by school and parents, improper role models, inadequate social 

media trends, and failure to adapt to the new changes of era.   

 

He listed some recommendations for the millennial , parents, school and government in 

tackling this issue. For the millennial : better social media management, time management with 

technology, internet management education, critical thinking, and involving in positive 

activities. For the parents: to s tay close with the children in the early stage of their life, be the 

right role model, build the right self -esteem to the children, pay attention to the company the 

children keeps, and understand technology management so as to educate the children well. 

For the school: update the school curriculum with current era data, manage and educate 

students about positive and negative consequences of technology, and appropriate sex 

education. And lastly for the government: to improve the education standard about the use 

of internet, website management, and implementing law and constitution about the use of 

social media.  

 

 

 

Speaker Topic: òRaising And Teaching Youngsters About ôLove And Responsibilityõ Is The 

Fundamental Way To Prevent Juvenile Delinquency ó 

 

By Ms. Li Shanyin , Public Spokesperson, China Green Foundation ð 

Green Handkerchief 365 Global Public Interest Action, China.  

 

The final speaker for the plenary session of this dialogue is the 

youngest of all .  Ms. Shanyin  gave a heartfelt introduction of hersel f 

and experience over the years working, raising and inspiring young 

lives. Her presentation was one of a kind, of which all her slides are 

made up of heavenly pictures coated with irrefutable memories in 

the faces of the kids she came across. She presente d her heart 

and believes that no matter how much policies, dialogues, 

constitutional legislations, programs or debates that the current 
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generation may have about how best to deal with juvenile delinquency, the ultimate solution 

is love and responsibility. Love, because the juvenile delinquents may have gone through 

hostile moments and lacked the love they deserved when they were younger, leading to th eir 

victimisation; and responsibility, because they will eventually have a need to be someone in 

life, and m ost of these juvenile delinquents became victims due to their quest of finding a way 

on their own, to support themselves or their family for that matter.  

 

Love is the fundamental thing she said, and then to give them a sense of their responsibility so 

that  they will be good stewards to what they have and what comes to them in the future. Most 

of the juvenile delinquents, as mentioned by previous speakers, do not make mature decisions; 

therefore all they need is love, even at their mistakes, so that they can  grow and mature into 

their responsibilities.  
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3. WORKSHOPS 

 

 

Based on the introductory perspective and case studies from the invited speakers  and 

presenters , who led structured discussions of the relevant issues pertainin g to the theme, the 

practical involvement of  the youth in decision making process es was delivered  in the 

workshops which were considered interactive and  brainstorming sessions.  

 

In the workshops , the participants were divided into smaller groups and discuss ed  on the 

chal lenges and roles played by the Public and Private S ectors , the Non -Governmental 

Organizations , Media , Society, and young people , in achieving  juvenile delinquent ð free 

generation. This later led to wards the drafting of the  Declaration  which, afterward, was  

presented to the participants for its adoption. Refer to the  pictures in the  Appendices  

 

 

 

4. DECLARATION 

 

 

The Declaration is a document bearing recommendations agreed by the participants that 

they feel ought to be implemented by  the public and private sectors, NGOs, Media , as well as 

related Youth Organis ations . The participants through their thorough  d iscussions, debates, 

thoughts, and experiences  during the p lenary  sessions and workshops, guided by the dialogue 

objectives , agree d  to the final Draft D eclaration in one accord  as they were brought together 

for the dialogue.  

 

The adopted D eclaration was then distributed to all participants present and later on was 

published and forwarded to all WAY members , National Youth Councils, CSOs, NGOs. Ministries 

of Youth , United Nations  Agencies,  and other related institutions. Refer to the Appendices  

 

 

 

5. FIELD TRIPS AND TOURS

during plenary sessions and workshops.  

 

The night before, the participants toured through the Melaka River Cruise, visited the Taming 

Sari Tower, and ended the evening with the dinner at Restaurant Melayu, where t hey enjoyed 

traditional and local delicacies. T he site visits and tours were scheduled to add yet a 

memorable  feather to the  entire dialogue .

The representatives from various  National Yo uth Councils showed why their organisations  are 

the beacon of light for the y outh  in the ir respective countries, and their prolific contributions 

to this D ialogue  made their voices heard on  the impact of the unattended issue s of juvenile 

delinquency  around the world. The participants recognis ed this  Dialogue as a potential driver 

for Sustainable Development  Goals (SDGs) and indulged in efforts to exploit the benefits that 

could be reaped from young people  at the present  and in the future . 

 

The intensity of the profound need of this topic for an interna tional dialogue surely drew 

attention from many, as the  atmosphere for interaction changed, resulting to self-motivation  

and networking opportunities aimed  to bring ing  together young people a nd youth leaders to 

discuss these  imminent issue s. This Dialogue created a platform that should formulate  

guideline s in order to encompass  the suggestions brought forward during the workshop 

sessions. 

 

With the outcome document, the MIYD D eclaration, WAY Secretariat believes  that the 

delegates shall play  their role in disseminating the  gained  knowledge and  information to all 

their peers and relevant institution s in their respective countries. This would  further assist them

DECLARATION 
 

 

1 PREAMBLE 
 

1.1 We, the 160 young people from 43 countries around the world, attending the 17 th 

Melaka International Youth Dialogue (MIYD), convened in Melaka from 9 th ð 13th July, 

2017 for an annual programme organised by the World Assembly of Youth (WAY).  

 

1.2 Recognising the vital role of young people on juvenile delinquency, and the 

 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), WAY has made an obligation to fulfill the 

 principal  opinions and roles of young people towards combating both juvenile 

 violence and solving delinquent behaviors and themed the 17 th Melaka International 

 Youth Dialogue òOur Roles in Solving Juvenile Delinquency.ó 

 

1.3 An interactive dialogue on this topic was of significance to form, educate, increase 

 awareness on the challenges and entitlements of youth towards non -violence, 

 peaceful and secure environment that assures and supports their development fully 

 at the different levels of society that they rep resent. Therefore, with the above 

 anticipated theme, all participants present, such as: the young people, youth leaders, 

 representatives from public and private sector, media persona, law enforcers, and 

 members of various NGOs and CSOs, gathered to call  for action and structure 

 experiences on the issue of Juvenile Delinquency and Youth Development. The 

 outcome document also enhanced youth contribution towards the attainment of the 

 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).  

 

1.4 This theme has emphasised the actions that young people and other stakeholders 

 should take towards combating juvenile delinquency and attaining the SDGs. This 

 dialogue has identified the roles and concerns of all stakeholders towards juvenile 

 violence a nd solving delinquent behaviours. The dialogue culminated in the fact that 

 now is the right time and opportunity to act in partnership.  

 

 

 

The guiding principles for this declaration were based on the following objectives, to:  

 

 ̧ Promote awareness and analy se problems and inventories of programmes, services, 

facilities and resources available towards juvenile violence and delinquent behaviours;  
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 ̧ Foster action and establish methods for effectively reducing the opportunity to commit 

delinquent acts among young people;  

 ̧ Identify the roles and contribution of different sectors i.e. public sector, private sector, 

NGOs and others, in solving Juvenile Delinquency and supporting constructive youth 

development as well as youth leadership;  

 ̧ Gather and select good practice s, challenges, experiences, and lessons learned from the 

national youth councils towards improving or amending the current policies in order to 

solve Juvenile Delinquency;  

 ̧ Distinguish well -defined responsibilities for the qualified agencies, institutions and 

personnel involved in preventive efforts;  

 ̧ Form and advance the national, regional and international policies governing the 

Juvenile Justice;  

 ̧ Foster networking, collaboration and partnership among youth and all stakeholders in 

order to address the issue  of Juvenile Delinquency;  

 ̧ Advance the role of youth and actively involve them in the social development and 

attainment of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).  

 

 

2.  RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

Participants have identified key recommendations for implementation by re levant 

stakeholders including: public sector, private sector, NGOs/IGOs, media, society, and young 

people alike. In addition, participants also established commitments and  recommendations 

in support of youth to grow into healthy and responsible adults.  

 

 

2.1  PUBLIC SECTOR 
 

2.1.1  To establish regional and international policies that would encourage collaboration 

among the nations towards reduction of juvenile violence and delinquent behaviours;  

2.1.2 To establish or amend laws related to juvenile delinquency in order to distinguish 

between the crimes committed by adults or minors;  

2.1.3  To create juvenile courts based on adolescent development and evidence based 

practices;  

2.1.4    To provide training to all stakeholders working with juveniles and  youth at -risk;  

2.1.5  To provide multiple pathways for youth to attain education, knowledge and relevant 

  skills, based on their interests, needs and strengths;  

2.1.6  To provide resources for youth -based programmes and initiatives geared towards 

 youth  development, aimed at preventing juvenile violence and delinquent 

 behaviours;  

2.1.7    To endorse policies and programmes that would provide opportunities for youth to 

 understand the impact of their actions and the consequences to the society;  

2.1.8  To create compulsory school curricula that raises awareness and understanding for 

 students on the juvenile justice system;  

2.1.9  To create safer school environment by allocating resources, including deploying more 

counsellors to address behavioural and me ntal health issues;   

2.1.10  To encourage collaboration between the courts, schools and all relevant stakeholders 

pertaining to juvenile delinquency;  

2.1.11 To provide incentives for companies that engage in Corporate Social Responsibility 

(CSR) projects related to juvenile delinquency;

2.2.2  To leverage on innovation and drive entrepreneurship in order to provide viable 

 pathways for livelihoods;  

2.2.3  To utilise Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) funds and resources in order to create 

programmes and activities for juvenile offenders and youth at -risk;  

2.2.4  To remove barriers, conduct training and create opportunities for juveniles;  

2.2.5   To establish youth centres that would provide incubator infrastructure for skills 

 development on social entrepreneurs and recreational programmes.

2.5.3  Promover el voluntariado y mejorar el compromiso de la comunidad con el fin de 

prevenir la violencia juvenil y los comportamientos delincuentes;  

2.5.4  Estimular la participación de la comunidad y la propiedad para reforzar un ciclo 

positivo de provisión de recursos para involucrar activamente a los jóvenes y las 

familias en riesgo;  

2.5.5     Perseguir la equidad socioeconómica, étnica, de edad y de género en el sistema de 

justicia juvenil.  

 

 

2.6  JUVENTUD 
 

 

2.6.1  Formar plataformas dirigidas por jóvenes que aborden y ataquen los problemas de los 

jóvenes, en particular la delincuencia juvenil, en todos los niveles;  

2.6.2  Diseñar y poner en práctica programas y actividades sobre liderazgo y promoción 

entre iguales;  

2.6.3  Llamar a la asociación entre todas las partes interesadas que trabajan para la 

reducción de la violencia juvenil y l os comportamientos delincuentes;  

2.6.4  Fomentar la participación activa entre los compañeros que participan en diversas 

plataformas, en las escuelas y en la comunidad en general;  

2.6.5  Proporcionar a los jóvenes oportunidades para hablar, construir y dar  forma a sus ideas 

en busca de su futuro preferido.
